PRACTICE AS A COMMUNITY.

The Holy Spirit is still at work today and has the ability to reveal all sorts of things to us just like he did to
Daniel. Regardless of age, or how long you have been coming to church. What makes the difference is
whether you believe He still speaks.

Today's practice is going to be extremely simple but it is going to require faith to carry it out.

First
« Write in your own words what it means to you.

o Could be; a prophetic word for someone, a decision you have to make, a dream you had, something
you have to do but don't know how to do it, etc.

Second

+ Now take 30 seconds and ask the Holy Spirit to reveal what you wrote and then be silent for a couple of
seconds and try to listen to what the Holy Spirit is saying to you

o It may be that He takes you to a verse, He shows you an image, you feel something, etc.
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Third

o Lastly, write down what you think the Holy Spirit told you, showed you, or made you feel. And write down
what you think that means.

The practice for the week is to keep asking the Holy Spirit to show you and reveal things in your life. Whether
it's a decision you have to make, something to cheer someone up, something you're confused about, etc.
